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This anniversary book is a compilation of photographs spanning the four decades of history of the Japan Parliamentarians
Federation for Population (JPFP). The story that it tells focuses on the almost 10,000 lines of data that JPFP’s Secretariat has kept
on the Federation’s work for parliamentarians’ activities around the world. It is an unequivocal record of the role that JPFP has

played in the formation of regional and national associations that devote themselves to solve world population issues.

Japan’s phoenix-like rise since 1945 from its post-war devastation to join the ranks of the world’s developed nations has offered
hope to many developing nations. Japan’s success at the same time in transitioning from a society with high birth and death rates
to one with low birth and death rates, a demographic transition which some even suggested was not possible for a non-European
country, represented a watershed event for the world since it made it possible to consider the notion of drawing up plans to deal

with population issues.

JPFP was formed on April 1, 1974 so that Japan’s parliamentarians, in their capacity as the people’s representatives, could share
experiences with parliamentarians from other countries against the backdrop of Japan’s own experience and work to bring about
better government policies, enact legislation and mobilize funds in the field of population issues. In the four decades since, JPFP
has achieved some astounding results. The photographs in this booklet show clearly how the Federation’s work has been one of

Japan’s major achievements since 1945 in its quest for peace.

Japan today is facing new problems as a result of its demographic transition, including an extremely low birthrate and an aging

society. As well as step up to the challenge that these issues represent, we need to think about how we are to live on this planet,

and about what role Japan ought to play in that respect. To those ends it would give me no greater pleasure if this booklet were to

serve as an opportunity for people to contemplate the history of the work by Japanese parliamentarians in this area, and as an
unmistakable record of their very significant achievements.

Message on the 40th Anniversary of JPFFP

'The Japan Parliamentarians Federation for Population (JPFP) has reached a significant milestone celebrating its 40th anniversary since its
establishment in 1974, as the world first non-partisan parliamentary group to dedicate its attention to the issues of population and sustain-

able development.

Today there are regional parliamentarians’ fora working on issues of population and sustainable development in all corners of the globe,
and JPFP has acted as a midwife in the formation of each and every one of those associations. Of Japan’s many contributions to interna-
tional society, these efforts and achievements by JPFP deserves particular mention. Moreover, for a nation that adheres to the principles
of democracy, it is a source of tremendous pride that an initiative by parliamentarians that aims to raise the well-being of people around

the world should have first made its appearance in Japan.

'This planet is the only one we have, and it is plain for anyone to see that there are limits to the numbers of us that it can support. Histori-
cally, human populations were kept in check by terrifying events such as disease, natural disasters, and wars. All these factors that
subsequently unleashed the increase in our population, such as our success in bringing many, albeit not all, fatal diseases under our control,
and our increased capacity to grow vastly more food may be assured of their place under the banner of “progress”. However, the enormous
increase in population since 1945 has resulted in problems that have had global impact, notably widespread poverty and starvation on a

massive scale, which make it impossible to protect the dignity of each and every individual in this world.

'The only response to this situation that will stabilize the human population in a way that upholds the dignity of people is to bring about a
demographic transition from high birth and death rates to low birth and death rates. Japan astonished the world when it achieved this
transition as it rose from its devastation at the end of the Second World War, while at the same time recording high levels of economic
growth. It is hard to believe today, but arguments were once made in all seriousness that such a demographic transition would only ever be
seen in Europe and North America. It is no exaggeration to say that it was Japan’s achievement of this demographic transition from amidst

its destitution after the war that made the concept of “population programs for all over the world” even feasible.

I believe that the desire to advance the welfare of their fellow citizens is a wish common to all parliamentarians as they take their seat in
running of their nations’ affairs as the representatives of the people. Stepping up to the challenges presented by population issues also
builds another of the fundamental conditions that enable a nation’s lawmakers to uphold the dignity of the individuals in their societies
and to act in pursuit of their well-being. It is therefore only natural that parliamentarians inspired by their role as representatives of the
people would become involved in population issues as part of carrying out their important function as a catalyst among the people, govern-

ments and international organizations.

It is we alone, inhabiting this planet together, who will determine the future of our species. Working together with the citizens we
represent to make the best choices we can today in order to build our futures is surely the most important responsibility that has been
placed on me and my colleague parliamentarians. Parliamentarians here in Japan are grappling with a particular and difficult set of
population issues, specifically the nation’s declining birthrate, and an aging population. But I am confident that none of us will ever fail in
the task of finding a path to a better future if we deploy the right knowledge and tackle these issues with the earnestness that they deserve.
In that respect also the engagement by parliamentarians in issues involving population, constituting as it does the foundation of all our

societies, is ever more significant.

I encourage JPFP members to carry on with their work, reflecting the hopes of the people whom they represent, so that Japan and people

all over the world will continue to benefit from their achievements. In solidarity I can only offer up my own wholehearted support.
